The Hap Arnold grant is uniquely tailored to recognize the proper weighing of family income and education costs.

Award amounts vary each year based on the number of applicants, total approved grant budget, applicant’s
Student Aid Index (SAl) from FAFSA and cost of attendance at the college or university student is attending. The
specific amount awarded correlates to a student’s particular level of financial need.

Eligibility:
- Dependent children of active-duty, Title 10 Guard/Reserve on extended active-duty, Title 32 AGR performing full-time
active-duty, retired or deceased Air Force & Space Force members.

« Spouses of active-duty Air Force & Space Force members, Title 10 Guard/Reserve on extended active-duty, or Title 32
AGR performing full-time active-duty.

« Surviving spouses of active-duty or retired Air Force & Space Force members.

- Students must be pursuing a full-time undergraduate degree at a 2 or 4 year college, or vocational/trade school
approved by the Department of Education.
